�We are known in our market for high-
quality, top-level printing,� Doran says. As a testament to the
quality of its product, Anstadt has won a number of awards,
including, most recently, four awards from the Graphic Arts
Association�three Franklin Awards for Excellence and one
Best of Category. Doran reports, �The Best of Category award
was for corporate stationery, which is a big part of our business,
but not our only product by any means. The Franklin Awards
were received in the categories of booklets/catalogs, brochures
and calendars, all with four colors or more. The range of 
categories in which we received awards helps to illustrate the
wide array of print services at Anstadt Printing.�

Evolving Customer Requirements
Despite their recognition for quality�and customer satisfac-
tion with the company�s �end-to-end process��Anstadt was

increasingly more challenged to meet all 
of its customers� demands. Doran remarks,
�There is no doubt that there is a major
market for short-run color. We continually
read about run lengths declining in the big

picture, and we are experiencing this first-hand with customers,
large and small. They no longer only want to print long runs
and store them on the shelf. Another change we see is demand
for faster turnaround times.� Based on these changes, Doran
knew the company needed to improve its ability to produce
shorter runs with faster turnaround times, while maintaining the
high level of quality the company is known for.

For guidance, Doran visited a number of customers and
spoke to their marketing managers to better understand their
view of print in business communications and to get predictions
of their short-run color requirements. �We believe in letting
our customers chart our course,� Doran says. �Based on these
conversations, I decided that a toner-based system would not
meet the needs of our customers. The biggest advantage to

toner-based digital printing is the ability to do
variable data printing, and I found that the
demand for �variable� among our customers
was not sufficient enough to justify that move.

Furthermore, while our customers clearly told us that they
wanted shorter runs and tighter turnaround times, they were
unwilling to sacrifice quality. Toner-based digital color has
improved, but for the type of work we do, it is just not high
enough quality.�

As a result, Doran investigated Presstek DI as a potential
solution. With on-press imaging of plates, fast-drying waterless

industry, arguably one of the most high-tech industries there
is. Visiting Presstek�s facilities makes me proud to be part of
the printing industry and confident of its direction.

Following a flawless installation and what Doran describes as
�excellent operator training,� Anstadt hit the ground running
with its DI production. Doran says, �The amount of work we
have run through the DI press since installation is amazing.
We are now able to position ourselves as a more diversified
supplier of print.�

One of the significant benefits Anstadt enjoys from its 
new DI press is a collateral increase in the productivity and
profitability of its five-color press. Prior to acquiring the DI,
the firm was producing everything from short- to long-run
multi-color work on its five-color press. Even though pricing
structures made it easy for estimators to quote a variety of
work competitively, Anstadt often had to turn away the longer
runs. Doran laments, �Often, we could not afford to tie up the
press on a 150,000 run because it meant we would not be able
to produce the myriad of other short- to medium-run jobs 
customers needed in a hurry.� Now, according to Doran, with
the DI press and the five-color operating side by side, all kinds
of new synergies are taking place. Almost all jobs up to 20,000
or so are now produced on the DI press, with the five-color
dedicated to longer runs. Additionally, Anstadt is frequently
using both presses on a single job�with the DI press printing
covers and the five-color press printing the interior pages.

inks, high levels of
automation, and 300 line
screen high-quality offset
printing, Doran decided a

During the decision-making process, Doran attended a
Presstek open house in Virginia and visited Presstek head-
quarters in Hudson, New Hampshire. The Hudson visit
included a tour of the facilities with its president and CEO,
Ed Marino, including a visit to the company�s state-of-the-art
manufacturing facility. Doran says, �Prior to becoming
